CHRISTIAN LEADERSHIP STANDARDS

Basis of Dress Code for Summer Missionary Training School

The standards for the Christian's appearance are cleanliness, neatness, and modesty. You will see by the following guidelines that we are asking you to dress conservatively and appropriately for a variety of occasions.


Clothing must always be modest, clean, and never tight.  If you have any questions, check with your director about specific details. NO BARE FEET. Shirts must always be neatly worn, clean and never tight.  Midriff must not show, even with arms raised, bending down or bending over. No tank tops or muscle shirts allowed.

Acceptable Dress for Classrooms and Meals

Slacks, neat jeans, or knee-length skirts can be worn to class. They must be neat, clean, without holes, and never tight.


CEF® t-shirts are required every day of training school.  At CYIA Training School, you will receive six t-shirts.  You may want to consider t-shirt colors as you plan the rest of your wardrobe for the week. They are pictured below.

Acceptable Dress for Recreation

Slacks, jeans, capris, mid-thigh shorts, tops, t-shirts, and sweatshirts are acceptable.  Shirts should avoid unbiblical slogans or art.  Only one piece or modest tankini swimsuits (girls) and short-styled trunks (boys) are allowed for swimming and must be covered with clothing (not a towel) to and from the swimming area.

Dating Regulations

         Because of the rigid schedule, we are requiring that there be no


dating while at training school.  That is, no paring off in couples


away from the group or over-familiarity between the sexes.

Other


No chewing of gum at any time. No tobacco, vaping, alcohol, or drugs of any kind. Prescription meds must stay with the nurse. Over-the-counter meds can be given to your chaperone.

Keep your room neat and clean with everything in order (including shower room).


Name tag must be worn in the required manner at all times except during recreation or while in the cabin.
